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Many often complain that our regular chapter nmeggtirun on for far too long, and that we never rgarta
get home in time for anyone to do homework, talkitnds, or whatever else is it that you havedddfore you go
to bed. There is a simple solution to this seeryiegldless problem...Etiquette.

General Rules of Chapter Etiquette

Stand and wait to be recognized If you wish to speak, stand and wait for the tddag€ouncilor to acknowledge
you. This will ensure that your idea gets heasdch aimple hand in the air may not be as easilgemas your entire
person standing up. This will avoid any possiblifision of ideas, or just general thoughts thatsthamong you may
wish to express. We all know that when peoplengiteo talk over each other, the situation becogee®rally more
chaotic, and wastes multitudes of time.

Eliminate Sideline Chatter. I'm not claiming to be innocent of this by any meabut there is far too much side
chatter going on during meetings. As with rulethis creates competition between those holding litiée conver-
sations, and what the Master Councilor is tryingag, which only aggravates everyone involvedt iff relevant,
speak it to the chapter, and if it is mere soaaversation, save it until after the meeting. s interruptions the
Master Councilor has, and the less he has to tke¢ép everyone quiet, “after the meeting” will comehole lot
sooner.

LEARN YOUR RITUAL : Your parts for the regular chapter meeting ardikaly short, so learning them should
take no more than a half hour. Memorizing oneaar $entences could save lots of time, especialnndveryone is
forced to go flipping through the book to find yqarts. This takes some time, because unlessaumithe page
tagged, or you have memorized it (and if you mepgotihe page number because you haven't memorizedogot,
you've defied the point of both), it is difficuld ffind exactly where your parts are, especiallyalose most of them
are relatively small. This will cut our openingdaciosing time in half, and we will be able to getvn to business,
or just plain get out of there, faster.

Use proper floor work: This wont save time, but it will definitely look gd. Square your corners, sit up, walk with
your back straight, and use even steps. The operithe chapter sets the tone for the meetingf,\sm drag your
feet, slouch, and casually walk around cornemsilitook sloppy, and the rest of the meeting waitily follow it
downhill.

Dress appropriately. Along with proper floor work, dressing approprigtelill make you feel better about your-
self. Itis a proven fact that when you dress well do well, so dressing casually for a formaktimegy will only
make you feel left out, and uncomfortable, and dfdesn’t, then you don’t uphold the third candi®@ar seven,
which represents courtesy.

Advisors: A new rule, instated by the Advisory Council jugkoa year ago, stated that the Advisors are tilnéet
officers and members of the chapter run the chapésting, unless called upon by the Master Councllately,

this rule has been falling off of the radar, anel tAdvisors Corner” that was previously saved for &€nd of the
meeting, just before the closing, is now becomimggailar part of our business meeting, and manggibecome the
cause of the issues addressed in both rules 1.and 2

Arrive to the meeting in a timely fashion In layman’s terms, don’t be late. Interruption®da late entrances
waste large amounts of times as well. This can @k 5 minutes to admit a latecomer, and 5 mgosa add to
each other very quickly. Coming to a meeting ametis the best way to avoid delays.

If each and every one of you follow all of the suten this list, our chapter meetings will run msneoothly, and
more quickly, and we can all be at home at a resserhour.
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
